Do you feel you are parenting an angry child? If so, it is your job as a 
parent to teach  and model  for your child how to funnel angry feelings 

into healthy and appropriate expressions. Kids need to know that it is okay 
to have feelings as feelings are a normal part of being a human being, but 
that they need to deal with their feelings in healthy ways.

Is this how you would w ant your child to express his 
or her anger? Remember, the most powerful and influential model for your 

child is you. Take some time this month to think about what your anger 
management style teaching your child?
